The UP-DR80 digital photo printer produces
photo-quality prints by incorporating
Sony’s dye sublimation technology,

which coats each print with a protective
layer that's resistant to light, heat, water,
humidity and fingerprints.This laminating
technology helps prolong the life of prints.

Designed for high performance in a
compact size, the UP-DR8O is light in
weight and small in footprint. Its compact
body is just 12 1/2" x 8 1/8" x 16 3/4”
(WxHxD), making it ideal for working in
confined spaces.

that the UP-CR20L doesn't support,
such as 4" x 8" greeeting cards and
8" x 10" enlargements.

*For this system configuration, the UP-CR20L
requires firmware version 1.60 or greater
to be installed.The ability fo add text to
the 4x8 greeting cards is planned to be
available Fall 2009.
